during medical skills sessions.
e Improvise or ad lib in the event that a student asks about something not mentioned in the script.
e Be highly dependable and punctual.
e Provide constructive feedback to medical students about professionalism.
e Work in a professional manner when interacting with students, faculty, staff, and peers.
e Be comfortable with having repeated physical examinations performed on self.
o Female: speculum/manual pelvic exam, breast exam
o Male: hernia, genital exam, rectal/prostate exam
e Be willing to wear a hospital gown.
e Accept ongoing feedback from preceptors, course directors, and/or program coordinator.
e Other duties as assigned.
